RUNNING TOTAL BATSMEN HOW OUT BOWLER SCORE

NO BALLS

WICKET  - mark an "X" in the bowlers figures WIDES
WIDE  - mark an "W" in the bowlers figures ball is to be rebowled

counted as runs towards the bowler but not the batsman LEG BYESNO BALL  - a dot or scored runs in a circle ball is to be rebowled
counted as runs towards the bowler but not the batsman BYES

MVCA  - no "free hit" after wide / no ball and we play a 10 ball mercy rule
RUN OUT  - mark an "R" in the bowlers figures as to denote when it occurred

 if any completed runs add to battsman and bowlers analysis
BYE  - when the ball makes no contact with the batman and a run is taken

dot ball to the bowler / no run to batter / extras only / ball counts 
LEG BYE  - when the ball deflects off the batman (not bat) and a run is taken 

 dot ball to the bowler / no run to batter / extras only / ball counts
